Course Description:  Calculus is a college level math class that is focused on the studies of limits, derivatives, and integrals.  It is very challenging and will require very hard work to be successful.
Class Materials:  The following items need to be brought to class daily: textbook, notebook, pencil, and a graphing calculator.  We will be using a graphing calculator for this course.  If you do not have one, you may rent one from Mr. Bachman.  If you want to purchase one, I recommend buying a TI-83+ or a TI-84+.  These are the most versatile graphing calculators for what you will do in this course, as well as your college courses.   The TI-84+ is a newer version of the TI-83+ with more memory.  The TI-83+ is, therefore, a little cheaper, but has everything you need on it.
Basic Class Rules:
1.  Come prepared and ready to learn.  When the final bell rings, you should be in your seat and ready to go.  Do not ask to leave the classroom until the end of the period or when you have class time to work.
2. Show respect to Mr. Bachman and to your classmates.  Disrespect will not be tolerated and you will have consequences that go along with these actions.
3. Calculus class is to be used for Calculus.  When you have time to work, you will work on your Calculus.  Coursework from other classes needs to be done at another time.
4. Cell phones, iPods, and all other electronic devices need to be off and out of sight.  If you are texting or doing other things with these devices, they will be confiscated according to the Student Handbook.
5. I expect a class to be contributing to discussion and always on task.  I am not here to lecture and be the only one talking in class, please participate in discussion and ask questions.  When you have work time in class, it needs to be quiet.  If you have a question, you may whisper it to your neighbor or raise your hand and I will help.  During class discussion, side conversations will not be tolerated.
6. Stay in your seats until the bell rings and make sure the classroom is picked up when you leave.  It is your job to pick up anything that might have fallen on the floor.
7. If you are absent, it is your responsibility to come in outside of class to receive the material you missed.  If you have a planned absence, you need to get your work before you are gone.
8. Enjoy class and work hard.  This is a demanding course, but I promise you that, if you work hard and complete the assignments, you will be successful.
Contact:  Mr. Bachman will be available for help at 8:00 in the morning and after school.  His planning period is 1st period, so if you are free, you are welcome to receive help then as well.
