LABS 

 Labs will be done in the laboratory. You will wear goggles on a regular basis. Before you can participate in lab, you must pass the lab test. If you make less than a 70% on the lab test, you will retake the test until you make a 70% or above.  If you miss a lab in the process, you will have to make it up on your own time. Any laboratory assignments missed during the year must be made up on your own time.
QUIZZES

Quizzes will be given every Friday and will cover material from that week or before. 

TESTS

Tests will be given every 2 - 3 weeks. If you do not pass a test, you have the option of coming in before or after school for help and a make up essay exam. If you choose not to do this, within 2 days, your original test grade will be recorded. There will be no questions during a test, only before the test begins.

TARDIES

Any tardy to class, without an excused pass, you will serve a detention either before school or after school. After the third tardy, your parents will also be contacted regarding your tardies.

ABSENCES
If you are absent, it is your responsibility to get the work you missed. If you miss notes, you must get them from another student in the class. You will have 2 days for every absent day to get your makeup work turned in.

CLASSROOM EXPECTATIONS
The chemistry room has expectations beyond the schools expectations
