Introduction

The goal of the language arts program is to develop lifelong readers and writers.  Students will apply their knowledge and skills and expand their use of language.  This course enables students to study the elements of language arts through the study of short stories, nonfiction, drama, poetry, novels, and various writing units.  A strong emphasis will be placed on comprehension and vocabulary development both in reading and writing.  The students will also utilize listening and speaking skills through out the year.

Because our primary goal is to maximize student achievement, material may be added, deleted, and/or substituted at the teacher’s discretion based upon the individual needs, levels, and learning styles of each class.  Creative projects, written assignments, and supplemental materials may be included also throughout the year as opportunities arise.  

Weekly and Ongoing Assignments

Weekly students will have vocabulary and spelling words that go along with the stories we will be reading.  Students will receive the words at the beginning of the week and quizzes will be given at the end of the week.  Each story that we read will have a graphic organizer as a daily assignment and a comprehension quiz.  Throughout the year, as a class, we will read 2-3 novels together.  At the completion of each novel, students will have a comprehension project to complete.  
Accelerated Reader
In Middle School, students will continue to participate in the AR reading program.  At the beginning of each quarter students will take the STAR reading test to determine their reading range.  Once their range is determined students will need to follow these requirements for 6th grade:

1.  Novels will be within their range or higher

2. Novel will need to be approved by the teacher

3. Five novels of different genres  will be required each quarter
