Industrial Technology 

Mr. Christensen

Welcome to the Industrial Technology area.  Due to the nature of the subject matter in this area you will find that my classes are run differently then the academic classrooms.  Most students find this enjoyable, but it also brings a different set of problems and rules.

You will be assigned a seat in the classroom for the ease of attendance taking and to help me learn new student’s names quickly.  You will be expected to be in your seat when the bell rings. If you are not in your seat at this time you will be counted tardy.  You will need to bring me a pass from where you were to get into the room. I will expect you to sit quietly during this time so I can take attendance, make announcements, etc.

  As you will find, much of the time during class, you will be moving around the classroom as you work. This will allow you to visit with other students or assist someone with their project.  These conversations must be handled in a normal tone of voice and must not interfere with you or someone else getting their work done. If this is abused and it gets too loud, I will give the class one warning. The second offense will result in the class losing this privilege.

All of you will be working with drawings or projects in your classes.  You will be responsible for putting your project material, safety glasses, etc. away safely at the end of each class period. On the other hand, no one should ever mess with or take someone else’s material, glasses, etc. I consider this a very serious offense and will deal with it severely. 

All students taking a class where they will be working in the shop area will need to wear safety glasses anytime that they are in the shop.  You will not be allowed to be in the shop area without your glasses.  Students will need to obtain and be responsible for their own glasses.  Safety glasses can be purchased in the school office for your convenience, but can be obtained other places if you so choose. We sell the ones here at school for what we pay for them.  Do not get tinted lenses, as they do not work the best inside. I do not recommend goggles unless you are putting them over prescription glasses. 

A locker will be available for each student to use in the shop.  Students may have their own locker or share a locker with one other student.  Since you will be keeping your safety glasses, pencils, project material, etc. in these lockers, they will need to be kept locked at all times.  Padlocks can be purchased in the office and turned back in when you are finished with them as is done with the physical education lockers. If you share a locker with someone else, you must both know the combination or both have a key in case one is absent.

Students in the drafting classes will be assigned drafting equipment and a drawer to keep it. You will be responsible for treating your equipment with care and keeping your drawer neat at all times.

Cad students will be expected to follow the same rules for computer usage as the rest of the school.  Each student will need to purchase and safely keep a travel drive to keep your work on.  This is where all your drawings are kept, just as a notebook would be used in another classroom.  You need to be careful not to lose or damage this drive as you could lose all your work.

Work in all classes will end five minutes before the end of class to allow adequate time to put away materials, tools, and projects. If in the shop, the tables will need to be dusted off and floors swept. Everyone will be expected to pitch in and help with cleanup. You need to make sure your lockers are locked.  When all this is done you can wash your hands and go sit in the classroom until the bell rings. 

Grades will be based on the following guidelines.

1. Drawings or project work depending on the class.

2. Classroom work (Questions at the end of chapters, Quizzes, Tests, Safety tests, Sketches and drawing for projects, etc.)

3. Lab grade (Given twice a quarter – based on punctuality, cooperation, work ethic. – In other words, what kind of employee would you be on the job)
