Course Description:  Geometry is the study of shapes and patterns.  Throughout the course, we will learn about two- and three-dimensional shapes and the various properties and characteristics of each.  We will also write formal proofs to show the reasoning behind the properties of shapes.
Class Materials:  The following items need to be brought to class daily.
	*** Textbook, your Geometry notebook, pencil, and a scientific calculator.
Basic Class Rules:
1.  Come prepared and ready to learn.  When the final bell rings, you should be in your seat and ready to go.  Do not ask to leave the classroom until the end of the period or when you have class time to work.
2. Show respect to Mr. Bachman and to your classmates.  Disrespect will not be tolerated and you will have consequences that go along with these actions.
3. Geometry class is to be used for Geometry.  When you have time to work, you will work on your Geometry.  Coursework from other classes needs to be done at another time.
4. Cell phones, iPods, and all other electronic devices need to be off and out of sight.  If you are texting or doing other things with these devices, they will be confiscated according to the Student Handbook.
5. Only pencil will be allowed on homework, quizzes, and tests.  If you use anything besides a pencil, you will receive a zero for the assignment.
6. Stay in your seats until the bell rings and make sure the classroom is picked up when you leave.  It is your job to pick up anything that might have fallen on the floor.
7. If you are absent, it is your responsibility to come in outside of class to receive the material you missed.  If you have a planned absence, you need to get your work before you are gone.
8. Enjoy class and work hard.  This is a demanding course, but I promise you that, if you work hard and complete the assignments, you will be successful.

Grading:
1.  Homework:  10 points each assignment.  Graded on accuracy and showing your work.  Late assignments will receive 2 points off and must be turned in by the date of the chapter test.  Anything failed to turn in by that date will not receive credit.  If you have multiple missing assignments, you will receive detentions to get caught up.  Failure to show work or failure to use a pencil on your assignment will result in a zero.  All homework is due at the beginning of class the day after it is assigned.
2. Quizzes: approximately 50 points each.  All quizzes are open note and announced.  There will be 2-3 a chapter.  Retakes are not given, you need to be prepared for each quiz the first time it is given.
3. Chapter Tests: 100 points each.  At the end of each chapter you will have a test to assess your learning from that chapter.  The tests are closed note and closed book, and will require you to memorize various formulas and other properties.  Retakes are not given, you need to be prepared for each test the day it is given. 
4. Extra Credit.  Each student may bring in one box of Kleenexes per semester to be used by the class.  Also, there will be review sheets for each quiz and test in the classroom.  If you fully complete these, show your work, and turn them in before the quiz or test, you will receive 2 points added onto your score.  The review is very similar to the quiz or test, so this is a great way to study and receive extra credit at the same time.  NO OTHER EXTRA CREDIT WILL BE GIVEN & YOU CANNOT MAKE UP PAST EXTRA CREDIT OPPORTUNITIES.  
5. Semester Grade: We will take a semester exam.  Your semester exam will count for 10% of your final grade.
