Overview

Musical Theory will look at the history and development of music.  Students will explore chord progressions, note values, note names, scales, key signatures, and the blues.  This course is designed for students interested in the reason behind why music works in the way it does.  It is strongly recommended you are in choir or band in taking this course.  Please talk to the instructor if you have concerns about this course.

Daily Participation

Each day, different students will give presentations on musical or concepts of musicals.  Students are expected to follow all requirements of presentations and engage the listener through questions and good presentation skills.

Students are also expected to participate in everyday class discussions.  Students should be thinking of questions or giving comments on material presented.  A grade will be given everyday for participation.

Attendance

Students are expected to attend class everyday.  Since this class heavily relies on presentations and daily participation, missing class can drastically affect your grade.  Students should notify the instructor of planned absence and make sure to get all coursework made up within the given time allowed.

Tests

We will take tests throughout the semester.  There will be a total of 6 tests through the course and a final.  Each test will be worth at least 100 points and will total into 30% of your final grade.  Please make sure to study well for these tests; I am more than willing to work with you before or after school if you need some extra preparation.
