August
Check with Counselor to be sure all requirements are met.

Register for the ACT or SAT or ASSETT or COMPASS  Test.

Sign up for the John Baylor ACT Prep Course if interested.

Apply to college, university, community college, vocational school, or military.  (You should have a couple of back schools in case your first choice doesn’t pan out)

Sign up on www.fastweb.com for scholarships.   
Check with Counselor that you have met NCAA Clearing House Rules if you are planning on participating in sports at the Division I or Division II Level.

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December
Check out the monthly scholarship list from the Counselor or school website.

Apply for a PIN# for filling out the FAFSA in January or February.  Remember parents need a PIN# and students need a PIN#.  Parents can use the same PIN# for themselves on all their children’s FAFSAs, but each child needs their own PIN#.  Be sure to keep track of these numbers as you need them all the years you apply for financial aid.

Go to www.pin.ed.gov to get your PIN#.
January

You can fill out the FAFSA any time after January 1st.  You will need your taxes to be done in order to answer the questions.  Go to www.fafsa.ed.gov to fill out the FAFSA.  This is a FREE service.  Never pay to fill out the FAFSA.
