Public Speaking
(Speech)

In Public Speaking, you will learn about the process of communication, study several types of public speaking, and prepare and deliver a variety of speeches.
	


You will be required to do the following:

Reading assignments - textbook and other materials

Vocabulary and Questions

Quizzes - pop quizzes or announced quizzes over reading material or material covered in class

Tests - Chapter tests, Unit Tests, and a Semester Test (all announced)

Written preparation - outlines/notes for speaking assignments

Speech delivery - delivery of a variety of speaking assignments (oral interpretation - poetry and prose and original speeches - informative, opinion, persuasive, and special occasion)

Class participation - join in the activities

Classroom Rules

1. Be nice.

2.  Be here on time with everything you need.  (Do your assignments before 
     you come to class – no “hurry up” finishing before the bell rings.  Points
     off if you have to go back to your locker.  Partial credit for incomplete 
     assignments is given.  Half credit is given for work a day late – zero 
     credit after that.)

3. Class time will be spent on work pertinent to this class.  (Do not work
on assignments for other classes.  Reading is allowed and encouraged 
if you finish what is assigned for the day.  Use the rest room before you come to class; stay in your seat until the bell rings.)  Absolutely no wasting time!

4. Make-up work will be taken care of before or after school (see participation grade).  If you are absent, have an admit slip when you come to class the next day, or it is an automatic 15 minute detention.  I will enforce the over 8 day absent policy by giving no credit for any work missed on days absent after 8.

5. Participate in discussions and activities in a positive manner.  


Detentions are assigned for violations of the rules.  They must be taken care of with me before or after school.  Arrange to make them up within a few days.

Each category is worth 50% of your grade.
