Underwood Teachers Begin Work on Student-Specific Student Action Plans
During Professional Development on January 26, 2009, UCSD teachers had the opportunity to analyze the results of district-wide assessments administered in November 2008.  Data from the Iowa Tests of Basic Skills (ITBS) and the Iowa Tests of Educational Development (ITED) were reviewed at the district, building, and grade levels for all students.  Achievement trends in the areas of Reading, Math, and Science were presented as well as the disaggregation of data with regard to gender, socioeconomic status, and special populations.  Individual student scores were also reviewed with proficiency level s determined based on national percentile breakdowns.  In alignment with the district’s Comprehensive School Improvement Plan, each teacher identified at least one student who scored at a non-proficient level in the area of Reading, Math, or Science.  Student Action Plans were then developed to document baseline data and outline action steps to be implemented for the identified student.   Teachers will meet with identified students on a weekly basis throughout the school year to help students strengthen their skills.  Student Action Plan data will be collected on a monthly basis with the projected outcome being student proficiency in the targeted area when district-wide assessments are given in the 2009-2010 school year.
