Student Expectations

1. On-topic talking is encouraged; non-topic, off-task talking is not permitted during lesson segments.

2. Be in the classroom, ready to work, on time- which is before the bell rings.

3. Stay in your assigned seat.  Pencil sharpening, cleaning out folders, or throwing away trash should be done before class starts.
4. Come to class prepared and with the necessary materials.  This includes: book, pen/pencil, and notebook, assignment.

5. Treat fellow students and the teacher with respect.

6. Help make the classroom look nice.
7. Finish your Social Studies homework first before completing another subject’s homework.

This will be enforced by confiscating assignment.

BEHAVIOR EXPECTATIONS



School wide rules that must be observed and practiced by all students include:

1. Respect for school property

2. Respect for school officials and employees

3. Respect for other students

4. Appropriate language used at all times

5. Follow classroom rules

Our discipline system monitors and penalizes those who choose to disobey the rules or behave in an inappropriate manner.  Students may receive a behavior mark for violating any classroom rules, which may include but not be limited to tardiness, misbehavior, disrespect to another student or staff member, excessive talking or noise, having gum, candy, or pop at unapproved times, and violating any specific classroom rules.

The penalties for the accumulation of behavior marks are as follows on a quarterly basis in each individual class:


  
3 marks=1/2 hour detention with parent notification


 
4 marks=one hour of school detention with parent notification by phone or email


  
5 marks=In-house suspension with parent notification


  
6 marks or more=One day out-of-school suspension for each occurrence, parent/principal meeting before re-admittance.

Detentions will be served in the mornings before school.  Making up time after school is at the discretion of each teacher. Conflicts with scheduled detention time must be resolved with a phone call from the parent.  Students assigned detention will be given two days to make up the time.  Failure to serve detention will result in double detention.  Failure to serve the double detention the next day will result in a one-day suspension at which time parents will be notified.  Transportation is the responsibility of the parents.
