Course Description:  Trigonometry class is the highest level of “high school” math.  My goal in this class is for two things to happen.  The first one is that anyone who is planning on taking Calculus will be prepared for that course.  My second goal is that all students leave this class adequately prepared to be successful in their required college math course. Here is an outline of topics for this course:

Class Materials:   The following items need to be brought to class daily: textbook, your chapter homework problems, notebook, pencil, and a graphing calculator.  We will be using a graphing calculator for this course.  If you do not have one, you may rent one from Mr. Bachman.  If you want to purchase one, I recommend buying a TI-83+ or a TI-84+.  These are the most versatile and cost efficient graphing calculators for what you will do in this course, as well as your college courses.   The TI-84+ is a newer version of the TI-83+ with very few differences.  The TI-83+ is, therefore, a little cheaper, and has everything you need on it. 
Basic Class Rules:
1.  Come prepared and ready to learn.  
2. Show respect to Mr. Bachman and to your classmates.  
3. Trig class is to be used for Trig.  
4. Cell phones, iPods, and all other electronic devices need to be off and out of sight.
