Spanish 3 – Monday, February 22, 2010

Today you will be going to the library to begin your search for POETRY!  World Poetry Day is fast approaching and will be on March 22nd.  This year you will be required to read a poem, in Spanish.  You will be reading your poem aloud, with a partner.

Your task today:  Today you are working individually, to search the internet to find and print (only in black and white!) 5 poems in Spanish.  They can be on any topic, but must be school appropriate.  If possible, copy and paste your poems into one Word document so that you only need to print once.  Save them to your own, individual file folder!  You MUST have poems that are titled and have authors.  No “untitled” or “anonymous” will be allowed.  When they are turned in (tomorrow, at the end of the hour – you do have one more day in the library) I will select the one that I would like you and your partner to read on World Poetry Day.  The poems you select should be at least 8 lines long.
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
